The criterion for entry is as follows:

Cup: College A boats
Plate: All remaining crews.

I "#$ Rule 1d: If your college is entering more than 3 boats of one sex then the 'B'
boat of that sex must row in the Cup competition.
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This year’s organisers strongly discourage boat-sharing. Where boat sharing is
unavoidable, please follow these rules.

e Do not share boats between crews of the same sex.
e Do not put more than two crews in the same boat.
o Please make it clear on the entry forms which crews are boat sharing.

We understand that there may be some problems with these arrangements; any
requests for exemption from these rules should be addressed to either the
Regatta Senior Umpire or Secretary.

2. Online Entry System:

To use the online entry system, visitwww.clareboatclub.org.uk/noviceregatta and
click the "Online Entry" button on the left hand side of the page.

¥ Use the link to enter your club's login details which have been emailed to
your captain

¥ Please provide contact details for your club's Lower Boats Captains and
confirm that you will not be entering crews with Concept II style footplates.
(If you wish to enter boats with modified Concept II footplates, please use
the paper entry system and specify the boats affected.)

¥ Crews can now be entered. The higher boats are entered first by default.
Rules dictating which divisions boats must be entered into are automatically
applied. Be aware that rule 1d and 2h may override this at the Senior
Umpire's discretion.

¥ Further boats may be added by clicking "Enter another crew". Crews may
be swapped using the appropriate arrow buttons.

¥ If you must share boats, please select the two crews that will be sharing at
the bottom of the page. Boat sharing between colleges is only possible by
arrangement with the Senior Umpire.

Please note entries are not considered complete until payment is received in 21J J
by cheque payable to ‘Clare Novices Regatta’, in Clare Boat Club pigeonhole, Old
Court. If you have any problems using the system, please email the Regatta

This year’s entry fee is K4>71 @per competing crew and entries must be received by
Saturday 10th November 2007. Late entries) MKN@Owill be considered only at the
discretion of the Senior Umpire. A full copy of the regatta rules is attached with
this email; please read them, and in particular note that no rower wishing to
compete in the regatta may have rowed or sculled before 1 October 2007 and no
competing cox may have coxed in a race before the same date.
